Is Your Pet Suffering From Pain?

When
an injured animal cries out in pain it is really letting predators know its exact
location. Even though our pets may hide their pain or learn to cope with it they
still feel pain just like us. It is a difficult task to determine if our pets are in pain
because unfortunately we cannot ask them, “Where does it hurt?”.

Some com-
mon signs to look for in painful pets are aggressive or submissive behaviours
shown when the painful area is touched, decreased activity, limping, lethargy, restlessness or vocalisation.

It's called calling or being on heat and the reason they are so vocal is that they are trying to attract every male cat’s
attention in the area. It's a very normal part of a female cat’s oestrus cycle.

It's more common in the Springtime because it's all to do with the length of the daylight hours increasing. It can last
for five to ten days and then return again one to two weeks later. Each cat has a different cycle though.
