Toxins and Clinical
Signs

Paralysis

> Generalised flaccid (LMN) paralysis

> Weakening of gag and palpebral reflexes
> Weakness and hind leg ataxia

> Generalised paresis

> Agonal respiratory pattern and cyanosis

> Death due to hypoxia

> Mydriasis takes at least 2-6 hours to occur
